provision of a service where bulkier household waste can be taken to a refuse freighter at locations

organised by Parish Councils. The majority of the waste collected is landfilled.

Herefordshire Council has traditionally charged the Parish Council a nominal sum for this service. The
charge of £38.78 per collection does not reflect the actual cost to Herefordshire Council of this service. The
actual cost to Herefordshire of each Parish pick up is about £380 therefore the Council is providing a very
heavily subsidised service. To keep costs down the waste is mainly sent to landfill and this is clearly not
good environmental practice. To introduce a service that enabled more of the waste to be recycled would
be prohibitively expensive. In light of the current economic climate, the pressure on Council budgets and
the fact that this service simply does not support our Waste Strategy it has been decided that from the 1%
April 2010 the Council will withdraw the subsidy to this service.

Whilst many Parish Councils will, | am sure, be upset that we are withdrawing the subsidy our commitment
to providing better services to rural parishes is demonstrated by the introduction of a new recycling service
in every parish in the County for the first time.

Rather than abandon the service completely it has been decided that from July next year Parishes that wish
to continue with the service can, on the basis of full cost recovery, continue with the service. This means
that the charge to Parishes will be £380.

The Council wildl continue to operate its ABul ky Wa
items and our contractors now have permission to establish a Household Waste Site in the Kington in 2010.

My reason for writing to you so early about this change in service is that it will enable you to consider
whether you wish to increase the Parish Precept to meet the costs of the unsubsidised service.

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Power to the People
You will have noticed the new addition to the roof of the Memorial Hall. The 48 Photovoltaic panel array provides a
potential of up to 10Kw of electricity each hour when there is sufficient light. The cells do not require direct sunlight
and will generate electricity even with the diffused light of a cloudy day. But the greater the intensity of sunlight the
greater the output of electricity from the cells. Electricity generated will be used by the Hall with any excess being

exported back into the Grid.

This demonstration project has been funded by
1) the National Lottery Fund under their Sustainable Energy Programme
2) The Department for Business Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Low Carbon Building Programme Phase

It has also been supported by Herefordshire Council Community buildings grant and Grassroots.

It is hoped that when funds permit (all donations gratefully received, as we need about £1200) the information being
produced from the invertors on energy production and CO2 savings will be displayed as part of a weather

station. We have found the equipment to record and display weather data including temperature, humidity, UV and
rainfall and it is anticipated to be accessed through the Hall's website. The website is currently in the final stages of
construction.
